Format and Eligibility
o Compeition will consist of two divisions: the Young Artists Division and the Professional
Division
e Young Artists Division: all ensemble members must be 25 years or younger at the time
of recording
o Professional Division: ensemble members may be any age
o Each group of performers is limited to one submission

Performance Requirements
o Entries should have individually-recorded parts compiled into a mosaic-style
performance via editing software, Acapella app, or equivalent
o Ensembles may use multiple performers or a single performer recording multiple parts
e Video recordings should be submitted via an unlisted YouTube link

Repertoire
o Contestants must use legal copies of parts and scores

o Selected music may include original compositions or arrangements for horn choir, not to
exceed eight (8) minutes in length

Assessment
« Entries will be judged on ensemble performance, including but not limited to overall
execution, blend, balance, intonation, and phrasing
« Judges may also consider creativity and appearance of the video recording
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
